SCHOOL FEE POLICY

Dear Parents,
Greetings from SVM,

As we are heading towards the closure of Session 2023-24 and entering in the New Academic Year

2024-25, we take this opportunity to share with our parent fraternity the fee protocols and formalities in
advance to enable you to plan the year ahead.

Kindly make note of the below-mentioned key points.

School Fee Protocols:

- In the last session AY 23-24, the school fee policy was revised and was duly communicated. Please be
reminded that for the last six years, the school has continued with the same tuition fee with only the
transport and cafeteria charges revised as per the actuals.

- As done in last academic session that is 23-24, For the upcoming academic year 2024-25, the school
shall provide only a quarterly fee payment option and discontinue the monthly option.

The fee schedule dates are as follows: (For Grade Playgroup To VIII)

A. The first quarter fee is to be paid from June 1st to June 10th.
B. The second-quarter fee is from September 1st to 10th.

C. The third quarter fee is to be paid from December 1st to 10",
D. The fourth quarter from March 1st to 10th.

The fee can be paid in cheque/online as per your convenience.
- The tuition fee is paid for 12 months wherein the transport and cafeteria are to be paid for 11 months.

- The transport fee and the cafeteria fee shall be included in the quarterly fee and the last quarter shall
not contain the transport fee for the Month of May neither the cafeteria charges.

- The fee shall not be calculated on a daily basis both for Transport and Cafeteria even in case of
holidays falling in between the academic year it will be calculated on monthly basis only.

- As the fee schedule is shared with all the parents well in advance the school is not responsible for
sending you multiple reminders. If it is difficult for you to remember you may go for an automatic
deduction of the amount as every bank has this facility.

- In case of non-payment as per the schedule the transport services for your ward shall be on hold on a
temporary basis till the dues are cleared.
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- In case the final installment is not paid timely the final result of the learner shall not be declared until
the dues are cleared which may affect her/ his promotion to the next class.

- In the extreme case the admission of the child will be cancelled and the child will be readmitted
ONLY at the discretion of the School Management.

For your kind information the Honourable Supreme Court has passed its judgement order dated 1st
October 2021, that school managements are allowed to take legal actions in order to recover the fees
from the students who haven't paid it on time. The school Authority would always be at liberty to cancel
the admission of students, whose parents delay/refuse to pay the fees. It is open to the school
management to initiate appropriate action within the limits of law for the recovery of the outstanding
dues/amount. The school Management cannot be expected to run the school without there being the
requisite funds.

SVM is and shall always remain a child and parent-friendly school who prides itself in attracting
experienced and expert teachers and skilling them, and in order to maintain this level of quality, parental
adherence is necessary as we do not want to compromise, especially denying children the opportunity to
participate in activities on account of non-payment of fees.

We look forward to your support and discipline as we approach a new year with many exciting
programs and events for the children,
