decision dated 29/6/2013. Adherence to all standards set forth in RTE Act 2009 with 
respect to primary school is mandatory. 

11. Regular rules for improving the educational fees incurred in school as well as 
recuring from time to time has to be charged. However, the educational fees should 
not be excessive.
